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The Ramban explains that the fact that Moshe prayed and was still not
allowed into Eretz Yisroel was because of B’nei Yisroel and was part
of the rebuke he was giving them.

I can understand the rest of the rebuke where those were actual sins
that Bnei Yisroel transgressed. However, in our case they may have
done something wrong by complaining about the lack of water, but
that was not what caused Moshe to be prevented from entering Eretz
Yisroel. It was the sin of Moshe himself that prevented him.

The answer could be that there is an underlying theme in all of their
sins. During each sin, B’nei Yisroel didn’t think things through to the
end. This is what caused their mistake. If they thought to themselves
about what might happen if they complain, they would have realized
that Moshe’s response to their complaints might cause him a great
loss.

This is an important lesson for us as well. Most of our sins, especially
those between man and man, come from not considering the
consequences of how our speech and actions will impact another
person. If we focus on that, it will go a long way to keeping peace
among B’nei Yisroel.
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Rashi explains this pasuk that when B’nei Yisroel keep the mitzvos,
we will be viewed by the nations of the world as wise people.

It seems that Hashem is telling B’nei Yisroel to do the mitzvos so that
they will be viewed as wise in the eyes of the nations of the world. Is
this really the reason for B’nei Yisroel to keep the mitzvos? We
already learned that if we keep the mitzvos, we will get unlimited
good and if chas v’shalom we do not, we can get suffering.
Furthermore, when we do mitzvos, we will receive a bigger portion in
the next world. However, if we don’t keep the mitzvos, we can get
punished in the next world. If so, why does Hashem tell us this
seemingly inconsequential reason why we should keep the mitzvos?

The answer could be that one of the big stumbling blocks that we
have when it comes to doing mitzvos is that we worry how the people
of the world will look at us if we act differently than they do. This is
what Hashem is telling B’nei Yisroel. Do not worry about what the
nations of the world will think while doing the mitzvos because they
will only think well of you.

This is important for us as well. When we have to be involved with
non Jews or even non religious Jews, we might feel that we don’t
want to appear out of place. This might lead us not to perform the
mitzvos in their optimal way. Therefore, when we are with them, we
must know that if we do the mitzvos they will actually respect us.
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Rashi explains that Hashem told Moshe to warn Yehoshua about all
the troubles and arguments that he will have to deal with as the leader
of B’nei Yisroel.

If you were about to give someone a leadership position, what would
be the most important information you would want to give over? It
would most likely be how to run an economy, or fight wars. The last
thing you would probably discuss with him would be the seemingly
inconsequential day to day dealings. If so, why did Hashem tell
Moshe to specifically focus on these issues?

The answer could be that Yehoshua was coming from a place where
he sat and served Moshe in the beis medrash all day. He was on a very
high spiritual level and wasn’t involved with the people's daily issues.
If Moshe didn’t warn him about what to expect, it would be very
difficult for Yehoshua to understand and lead the people. All other
matters would be something that Yehoshua would learn by himself.

In our lives, one of the most important things to enable us to live at
peace with other people is our ability to prepare ourselves for what
people can say and do to us. If someone does something to us, and
we’re prepared for our reaction, it will dimmish the situation so that it
doesn’t turn into a big argument. Preparing ourselves is one of the
greatest tools we can use to fight the yetzer hara in all aspects of our
lives.
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
