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Moshe also told the elders of B’nei Yisroel that Aharon had to go
into the Mishkan to bring the Korbanos for the dedication of the
Mishkan. Rashi explains that Moshe needed to tell the elders in
addition to instructing Aharon because the elders needed to know
that Aharon was commanded by Hashem and wasn’t acting on his
own volition.

If we analyze this Rashi we can ask the following question. The
elders of B’nei Yisroel were incredibly righteous Torah scholars.
They for sure knew about the greatness of Aharon. If so, how is it
possible that they would consider that Aharon would do the
service in the Mishkan on his own volition?

The answer could be that the elders also felt on some small level
that they were also worthy to do the service in the Mishkan. If
they didn’t hear from Moshe that Hashem commanded Aharon,
they would have continued to live with this feeling that they could
have also been chosen.

This is an important lesson for us as well. We sometimes find
ourselves in situations where we can look at another person’s
actions and judge them based on our own emotions and thoughts.
Sometimes these emotions and thoughts aren’t the reality. When
we are looking at another person and trying to understand his
actions, we need to ensure that we are looking at the facts with a
neutral eye and not one that is biased based on our own thoughts
and emotions.
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The Ramban explains that the reason that Hashem told Aharon to
tell B’nei Yisroel the laws was to raise him up in the eyes of B’ nei
Yisroel.

If we analyze this Ramban, we can ask the following question.
Aharon was the 217w 2m& and 219w 7711 of B’nei Yisroel. He was
loved by everyone. They also knew him to be an incredibly
righteous man. If so, how is it possible that Hashem needed to
raise him up in the eyes of B’nei Yisroel?

The answer could be that despite how great Aharon was, B’nei
Yisroel viewed him more as a friend and associate since he was
constantly helping people. It was difficult for them to see him on
the higher level as the righteous man that he truly was because he
was constantly on their level in their affairs. This i1s why Hashem
needed to raise his profile up in the eyes of B’nei Yisroel.

This can be very applicable to us as well. Today the relationship
between rebbeim and their talmidim isn’t like it once was. In the
past, there was more awe and distance. It’s necessary in this
generation for the relationship to be closer. However, this can
cause us to begin to feel that our rabbanim are more our friends as
opposed to rabbanim. It 1s very important for us to look up to our
rabbanim and appreciate their greatness in all aspects of their
lives. It’s important to make sure that we respect them properly.
Through this respect, we’ll then be able to truly learn from them.
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Rashi explains that Aharon was hesitant and afraid to bring the
sacrifice on the altar. Moshe then asked him why he was acting like
this because this is the purpose that he was chosen for.

If we analyze this Rashi we can ask the following question. Was
Aharon confused about what tasks came with being the Kohein
Gadol? He for sure knew that he would need to perform all the
required services in the Mishkan. If so, why was Aharon hesitant and
afraid to bring the sacrifices?

The answer is that of course Aharon understood what was required of
him. However, when he came into the Mishkan and fully appreciated
what he was about to do, it was a bit overwhelming even for Aharon
HaKohen. He then started to feel like he wasn’t worthy to bring the
sacrifices.

This is very important in our lives as well, especially in our avodas
Hashem. We can go through our lives performing the mitzvos and not
thinking too much about them. However, when a person begins to
grow in his spirituality and his understanding of Hashem and His
Torah, the service required of him might become so overwhelming.
This could in turn prevent him from serving Hashem because he
might feel overwhelmed. We always have to remember that this is
why we were created, and this is what Hashem wants from us. This
also applies to someone who took on a new job as a rebbe or a
position in in a chesed organization. We must feel the tremendous
responsibility that comes with the role, but always remember that this
is why we were chosen. We have the capabilities and shouldn’t get
overwhelmed by the responsibility.
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
